Overview
In 2025, Pints Netball Club experienced significant growth and achievement, fielding thirteen teams across all Darwin Netball Association junior divisions and maintaining its reputation as a top Northern Territory junior club.
Weekly matches ran from April to September at the Marrara Netball Centre, with training held at our club courts. Over 280 junior members participated, with automatic placements for returning players and a waitlist for new ones — a testament to our strong grassroots engagement.

Player Development & Pathways
· 8 Week NetSetGO program completed in Term 1 helped to build up our youngest Pints Netballers and providing a strong patheway into starting netball.
· NetSetGO teams flourished under new coaches Louise and Christine, learning foundational skills and building friendships. This is the 2 year of having 2 NSG teams, Greenants was a team made up of 2 year players or top age and Dragons team of made up of 1st year players or bottom age. 
· Structured grading ensured players competed at appropriate levels, fostering both inclusivity and competitiveness. Pints invested in having the NETFIT team join us again at the start of the season for an enjoyable netball focussed weekend of fitness, skills, coaching and nutrition. 
· Representative Pathways: NT Links, NT School Sports, DNA Academy was well represented by Pints players in 2025
· Club members Chris Hook (B Badge Umpiring), Lili Christophers, and Skye King (Intermediate Coaching) Michelle Smith & Chris Hook (Development coaching) achieved new accreditations, reinforcing our commitment to development.

Recommendations for 2026 season
· Continue with 8-week NSG program in Term 1. 
· Continue to have two NSG teams which helps feed the numbers for U11 each season. 
· Encourage coaches to continue to develop their coaching skills through NT Netball coaching pathways and Pints mentoring program. 
· U15s and U17s Div 1 to train as a squad (like premier and premier reserve) for at least 90mins instead of 60min to incorporate more fitness, strength & conditioning, with specialist coaching program and strong match play to increase the skills set of athletes in the DNA competition and a provide a stronger pathway into NT representation. 
· Running a pre-season program for Juniors in two separate age groups U11-13 then U15 to U17s which focusses on set skills in attack, defence, and court positioning. 
· Establish an umpiring Mentoring Program to encourage more junior umpires across the cohort and to increase umpiring skill and confidence levels which benefits the competition.
